POVEZANOST TE§VKOCA SLUSNOG PROCESIRANJA I TESKOCA U CITANJU |
PISANJU DJECE SKOLSKE DOBI

U praktiénom radu s nekom djecom koja imaju teskoce u ¢itanju i pisanju uocene suiteskocée u sluSnom
procesiranju. Jos uvijek se istrazuje nacin na koji su ta dva procesa povezana. Poznato je da odredene
poteskoée u sluSnom procesiranju izravno utje¢u na razinu uspjesnosti u vjeStinama ¢itanja i pisanja.
U ovom radu zeljeli smo utvrditi povezanost odredenog dijela teSkoc¢a u sluSnom procesiranju ispitanih
testovima filtriranih rijeci i testom govora u buci s teSko¢ama u €itanju i pisanju. Navedeni testovi su dio
baterije testova za procjenu sludnog procesiranja. Citanje i pisanje je procijenjeno listom logatoma (rijeci
bez smisla ili pseudorijeci) i listom rijeci te diktatom istih. Sudionici ispitivanja su polaznici kompleksne
i ambulantne rehabilitacije u Sluzbi za medicinsku rehabilitaciju djece Skolske dobi Poliklinike SUVAG i
polaznici jedne redovne osnovne skole u gradu Zagrebu. Ispitano je 15 sudionika za prvu grupu i 15 za
drugu grupu. Ispitanici su bili izjednaceni po kronoloskoj dobi, u rasponu 9-10 godina. UspjeSnost na
primijenjenim testovima ukazuje na to da djeca s teSkoéama Citanja i pisanja postizu i slabije rezultate
u slusnom procesiranju. Na ovaj nacin uvidom u slusno procesiranje djece mogu se dobiti i dodatne
informacije za kreiranje ciljeva u terapiji ¢itanja i pisanja, a posebice u radu na fonoloSskom aspektu tih
vjestina.

CONNECTION BETWEEN DIFFICULTIES IN AUDITORY PROCESSING AND
READING- WRITING DIFFICULTIES IN SCHOOL- AGED CHILDREN

Working in a clinical setting with children who have got reading and writing difficulties, sometimes we
notice difficulties in auditory processing. The way in which these two processes are connected is still
being researched, but it is known that certain auditory processing difficulties have a direct effect on
the level of reading and writing skills. In this paper we wanted to ascertain the relationship between certain
part of auditory processing difficulties, reading and writing. For testing part of auditory processing
difficulties we used filtered words tests and Speech-in-noise test from Test Battery for Auditory
Processing Disorders PSP1. Reading was assessed using lists of meaningless words and pseudowords
and writing by dictating them. Participants in this research are children in rehabilitation in Department
of medical rehabilitation of school aged children in SUVAG Polyclinic and students of one primary
school in the city of Zagreb. The number of children participating in the study was 30, with 15 children
being tested in the experimental group and 15 in the control group. Participants are all equal in terms
of chronological age, which in this study is 9-10 years of age. The data collected from the applied tests
shows that children with reading and writing difficulties also score lower in auditory processing. By way
of such insight into children’s auditory processing we could gain additional information for creating
goals in reading and writing therapy, especially in working on the phonological aspect of those skills.
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
